• HUD tags / labels are separate and distinct from the data plate and generally do not contain the serial number or VIN number.

• Each HUD tag / label consists of a 2-inch by 4-inch aluminum metal plate, red in color, with silver lettering, permanently attached to the exterior siding at the rear / taillight end of each transportable section, approximately 1 foot from the floor and 1 foot from the right side of each section, or as near that location on a permanent part of the exterior of the manufactured home section as practicable.

• Each HUD tag / label is marked with nine stamped digits, the first three of which are letters identifying the primary third-party inspection agency that inspected the manufactured home before it left the factory and verified it met all HUD Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards requirements, followed by a unique six-digit number furnished by the label supplier (e. g., RAD 000001). HUD tags / labels are stamped with numbers sequentially.

• When a manufacturer produces a manufactured home, they issue a Manufacturer’s Certificate of Origin (M C O) or Manufacturers Statement of Origin (M S O). This official document is considered to be its birth certificate and contains the year model, manufacturer, model name, identification number, weight, e. t. c.

• Upon initial sale of the manufactured home by a retailer, the purchaser is required to file the M C O / M S O with the state’s motor vehicle department.

• The state’s motor vehicle department then issues the purchaser a Certificate of Title (title). The title reflects the name of the current owners and any current lienholders. Lienholders generally take possession of the original title.

• Because manufactured homes are titled as motor vehicles and are classified as personal property, the M C O, M S O, and title are not recorded in the community’s land records. Instead, records of ownership are maintained by the manufacturer (up to their initial sale), then by the individual owner (until initial registration), and finally by the state (after registration).

Note: In most jurisdictions, once a manufactured home is affixed to a permanent foundation, its character changes from movable (personal) property to immovable (real) property. However, states – not the federal government – determine the titling of manufactured homes and define the process by which they may be converted from personal property to real property.

• Most states have statutes that set forth a procedure of converting a manufactured home from personal property to real property.

• States allow manufactured homes to be treated as real property in various ways: 
(1) some allow this only if the homeowner owns the land under the home,
(2) some require the home be attached to a permanent foundation if it is on leased land,
(3) some provide that once a manufactured home is treated as real property, it is deemed an improvement to the land.

• A copy of the property deed or chattel deed filed in the community’s recorder’s office should include details of the manufactured home (e. g., manufacturer name, model, year, serial number(s), size).
